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• "Mirce Acev" - primary school in Gjorce Petrov, Skopje. 
The first school building in Gjorce Petrov was built in 
the period from 1928 to 1930. Now it's gone, and many 
citizens remember that it was near the fire house. The 
name of the school at that time is not known, and 
immediately after the liberation it was named after the 
national hero Mirce Acev. Then, within the framework 
of the reconstruction and building of the state, the 
education of the young generations in Macedonian 
language begins.​ In the past 6.5 decades, a total of 
6085 students completed primary education, and over 
300 teachers were engaged in their education and 
upbringing.
