**More than 87% of Croatian population uses public
water supply and drinks tap water

“*We have many rivers that connect us with
other countries: Mura, Drava, Danube(Dunav),
Kupa, Zrmanja,Sava and others

“*The longest river in Croatia is river Kupa
“*Kupa is 296 kilometers long in Croatia

“*The most popular river in Croatia is Sava
“*There are around 30 big rivers in Croatia
